1 Rommel 1
1 General preface, first part.

2 Translation being known to be a difficult art, and the sources of biblical texts being multiple, and
because it is necessary to understand that the holy character of the Bible is in the meaning of the
statements (Deuteronomy 18:18-19 - Acts 3:22-23).

3 This work offers a coherent version of the holy scriptures resulting from an analysis of three
translations belonging to the public domain namely The American Standard Version of the Holy
Bible (1901), and The Bible and Holy Scriptvres Conteined in the Olde and Newe Teftament (The
Geneva Bible 1560), and La Bible Louis Segond 1910.

4 The complexity of modern languages does not seem to me adapted to the development of the
mind.

5 And because meditation on the scriptures expands the mind, it must be considered for greater
clarity that a biblical verse is always a combination of at most three basic types of sentences.

6 These are the informative sentences where the sender only wants to transmit information to the
receiver (Deuteronomy 6:4).

7 And the interrogative sentences where the sender only wants to receive information from the
receiver (John 13:25 - John 14:8).

8 And meditative sentences where the sender only wants to stimulate the imagination of the receiver
(2 Samuel 7:2 - 1 Chronicles 17:1).

9 The Devil's ruse does not only consist of democratizing bad conscience, but also of promoting
behaviors and tools that are either useless or destructive.

10 Such as the evolution of the meaning of words preserved by the continual updating of language
standards. They look innocent and happy while committing their crimes and also the spelling of
words is gradually changed in friendly conversations, 'you' becomes 'ya' or 'than' becomes 'then’ or
'its" becomes 'it's". This is completely satanic since we can enrich a vocabulary without modifying
the meaning of existing words, and the synonyms can then be freely multiplied in order to nuance
the possible contexts.

11 | do not feel better than them but we must glorify God and tell the truth (John 9:24): Real actors
who look like normal people but it is only an appearance, because their souls are possessed by a
multitude of demons under the direction of jealousy (Numbers 11:24-29). They excel by creativity
in deception and wickedness, and the games of appearances. Deep within their inner being, they are
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deprived of the joy and plenitude of God which also manifested itself in sadness (1 Timothy 2:1-4 -
Luke 6:20-38).

12 They have an unusual potential for nuisance, because they appropriate a truth that they do not
understand and use it to manipulate fragile souls. In these conditions where the objective is to
pervert a message that is however worthy of being received, it is not difficult to imagine the extent
of their malefic power that feeds on the simplicity of honest people.

13 Perhaps it is also about filling a frustration and experiencing a feeling of belonging while dignity
lies elsewhere (John 4:22). For they are so blind that they glory in what defiles their soul
(Deuteronomy 14:21). And the fact of conceiving of any small action to denigrate certain particular
communities [flesh and blood] and not only evil spirits, this also does not advance a rapprochement
with the holy spirit who is the true God.

14 When | try to just think about the meaning of all these things, it makes me sick. But make no
mistake, | am not the enemy of the Jews but | am the friend of the human kind (2 Corinthians 7:8-
12). I have harsh words but what must disappear for the glorification of God is the dirt of their
mentality and not human beings.

15 For this way of thinking constitutes the dirtiest thing in the eyes of the holy one (Luke 11:38-42)
therefore those among them who do not act out of ignorance are simply human waste [they are the
most deviant of the sorcerer race]. Professionals of injustice deguised into angels of light, they are a
cursed kind. But God the Father loves everyone and reserves for each a particular purpose in
eternity.

16 There is no doubt in my mind that judaism as a religious practice must be completely eradicated
for the flourishing of humanity (Romans 10:4), it is impossible for it to be otherwise. For judaism is
one of the last shames of the human kind, the most sneaky antichrist (1 John 2:18-29), since in
reality every human being is jewish. For if exactly no one is jewish anymore in the sense that the
tribes of Jacob have disappeared, it is equivalent to say that everyone is jewish since the Hebrew
Bible is not destined to disappear but rather to directly or indirectly instruct all the children of God.

17 But they are not all guilty because there are also ignorant among them, since everyone is born in
ignorance. The culprit is the one who rejects the truth after having really understood its meaning,
this one is like a well-dressed dog (Philippians 3:1-3).

18 And the ignorant does not understand that the power of God is to be truly obsessed with the well-
being of all in a global way without any specific discrimination, not even towards one's enemies.
For when you design traps to make others fall and thus better position yourself, you offend in this
way the holy spirit who then moves away from you and takes revenge for eternity at a favorable
moment. But we are not invited to maintain relationships of complacency since evil friendship
corrupt good morals (1 Corinthians 15:32-34).

19 For the only thing that God asks is to be constantly convinced to act for the well-being of all
humanity by relying on as much reliable information as possible, either to condemn a person to
death or to save this person. And the spirit does not take pleasure in the games of appearances and it
rejoices only in what is just and worthy. And God uses some to punish others but he constantly

observes each person in a completely individual way (Job 34 - 2 Chronicles 16:9 - 28:8-10 -
Habakkuk 1:6-12 - Jeremiah 9:23-24).

20 For the writings of the Hebrew Bible broaden the mind and deepen the exact knowledge of God
(Leviticus 26:39-46 - Deuteronomy 15:1-11 - 29:29 - 31:9-13) however concerning their
genealogical or periodic particularities or any other characteristic ritual of community belonging,
this could have remained even during the period of the exile of the genealogical family of Jacob in
Babylon and elsewhere before the construction of the second temple of God by the initiative of king
Cyrus (Jeremiah 46:25-28 - Ezra 1:1-3), but all had been completely and totally removed by the
coming of Jesus Christ the Son of God (John 1:17-18 - 12:44-50 - 17:17 - Luke 20:21).

21 Regardless of syntax, variations in semantics that concern some verses of different translations
of the Bible can cause the adoption of a bad pedagogy.

22 As examples, we cannot confuse the word protest synonymous of dispute, with the word
attestation and its synonyms (Galatians 5:3).

23 Or the word indignation synonymous of disgust and repugnance, with the word anger possibly
transformed into the word annoyance (2 Kings 3:27).

24 Or the expression 'violation of promise’ with the expression ‘deprivation of presence’ or the word
alienation (Numbers 14:34).

25 Furthermore, several modern translations of the Bible do not claim a formal equivalence and
multiply inappropriate additional information in different verses.

26 And concerning part of certain books of the Bible, the numbering of verses and even chapters
varies either according to categories of translations or according to different revisions of a same
translation. This does not seem completely innocent to me.

27 And if the list of books of scripture which preceded the Son of God varies according to the
biblical translations, the universality of the list of books constituting the testament of Jesus Christ,
his legacy bequeathed to the world, is not without arousing suspicion.

28 The gospels of Matthew and Mark each highlight a contrasting personality of Jesus and contain
details designed to prevent understanding of the message that can be extracted from the other two
versions of the gospel.

29 For the falsifiers are content to use extracts from the thought of holy men, ordinary men during
their holiness, to make poetry as in the introduction of the book of Revelation of John where the
following words are written.

30 John to the seven churches that are in Asia. May grace and peace be with you, from him who is,
and who was, and who is to come. And from the seven spirits who are before his throne. And from
Jesus Christ who is the faithful witness, and the firstborn of the dead, and the prince of the kings of
the earth. The one who loved us and delivered us from our sins by his blood. The one who made us
a kingdom of priests to God his Father. To him be glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen.
Behold he comes with the clouds. And every eye will see him, and those who pierced him. And all
the tribes of the earth will mourn because of him. Yes. Amen. | am the Alpha and the Omega, says
the Lord. The one who is, and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty (Revelation 1:4-8).
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31 There is only one Church which is the body of Christ (Ephesians 1:15-23), there are neither two
nor seven.

32 This reminds us of the three friends of Job who did not let themselves be inspired only by
circumstances by avoiding condemning Job for a fault that they could not identify, but also
multiplied beautiful words which however have a meaning (Job 12:1-3 - 13:1-10 - 16:1-6 - 32:1-5 -
42:7) even if it is only a partial meaning because the exact definition of eternal life is unknown to
these people (Job 19:25-27 - 21:23-26 - 23:1-9 - 24:20). They just have a vague idea of what it is
(Deuteronomy 25:19 - Joshua 7:9).

33 All this justifies the need for a revision of the Bible.

1 Rommel 2
1 General preface, second part: My Prophet My Honor.

2 Moses is said to have written the jewish law (Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers,
Deuteronomy) possibly partly through a servant such as Joshua (Exodus 6:10-12,28-30 - 33:7-11),
part of the end of Deuteronomy having been added by his servant Joshua.

3 But it is possible that the present form of these books and the end of Deuteronomy is a later work
done by some prophets (2 Kings 22:8-16 - 23:24 - 2 Chronicles 34:14-24).

4 For a book transmits information whose meaning needs to be clarified when the language used
undergoes structural changes and vocabulary enrichment over the centuries. When the vocabulary is
poor, different situations are described by identical words and the meaning depends on the context.

5 For examples, the word earth can refer indifferently to dust or a particular ground or the entire
planet. And the word man can either designate a male human specifically, or designate any human
more generally and this aspect is retained in this work for the sake of brevity. And the expression
'same time' could previously be used to designate a temporal proximity during which major events
of a very different nature from those mentioned did not happen. And the word day, depending on the
context of its use, could refer to a period of time separated by significant events.

6 And we notice that for the feasts instituted in the scriptures, a day of celebration takes place
between two successive sunsets (Exodus 12:14-19). And this is not what we naturally think with the
contemporary vocabulary in which a day takes place between a sunrise and the next sunset.
Furthermore, there appears to be a rule of increasing by one year in the time of the kings of Israel
based on the exact numbers of months when the durations are counted in years (2 Kings 18:1,9-10).
Job says that he has been righteous for as long as he can remember (Job 10:1-2 - 27:1-7), but he
also recognizes that an ordinary person cannot have been completely righteous from birth (Job
13:26 - 14:4). David said that he has nothing to reproach himself for (2 Samuel 22:1-2,22-24) but
this is true only because he has already confessed his only recognized transgression (1 Kingsl15:5)
[and in addition, the punishment was indicated to him]. Moreover, ‘fall on one's face' can simply
mean to kneel and look at the ground and thus it is still possible to bow down after that (1 Samuel
25:23 - 2 Samuel 9:6 - 14:22).
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7 And also, it is unlikely that a whole community of man used to drink water by using their tongues
as a real dog will do when he drinks water [I refuse to believe it until the proof of the contrary].
That is why we must give a meaning to Judges 7:5-7 of which the best known version is the
following: Then he brought the people down to the water, and Yahweh said to Gideon: He who licks
the water with his tongue as a dog licks, you will set apart. And the same is true for all those who
kneel down to drink. And the number of those who licked by putting their hands to their mouths
was three hundred men. And all the other people bowed down on their knees to drink water. And
Yahweh said to Gideon: It is by the three hundred men who licked that I will save you, and | will
deliver the Midianites into your hand. And let all the other people go, each in his place.

8 Moses is said also to have written the book of Job using sources not all specified, the main one
being the spirit of God.

9 Joshua is said to have written the book that bears his name, whose final form may have been
established at the time of Samuel (Joshua 10:14 - 15:63 - 16:10 - 24:26-27).

10 Samuel is said to have written the book of Judges (Joshua 10:12-13 - 1 Samuel 10:25 - 2 Samuel
1:17-18), and that of Ruth, and part of the book which bears his name and which was completed by
prophets such as Gad and Nathan mentioned there.

11 Jeremiah is said to have written the book of Kings using sources not all specified and some of
which are mentioned in the same book, and the book of Lamentations, and the book that bears his
name (Jeremiah 36:1-4).

12 Ezra is said to have written the book of Chronicles using sources not all specified and some of
which are mentioned in the same book, and also the book that bears his name, the harmonization of
the stories in the latter having possibly been carried out by another prophet.

13 Nehemiah is said to have written the book that bears his name.

14 The main contributor to the book of Esther is said to be Mordecai, but the story was harmonized
by other prophets.

15 The main contributor to the book of Psalms is king David but some texts are not his as is often
mentioned in the introductions.

16 King Solomon is said to be the main contributor to the book of Proverbs, and would have written
that of Ecclesiastes and that of the Song of songs.

17 Isaiah is said to be the main contributor to the book that bears his name.

18 Ezekiel is said to have written the book that bears his name and to which a few lines introduction
was added.

19 Each of the twelve minor prophets is said to be the main contributor to the book that bears his
name.

20 And the list of books which constitute the Hebrew Bible was stated by a community of prophets
several centuries before Jesus Christ.

21 And the evangelist Luke is said to have written the gospel of Jesus Christ using different sources,
and he is said to also have written the book of Acts of the apostles.
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22 The apostle John is said to have completed the gospel of Luke with his version of the facts,
according to his memories. And he is said also to have written the letter first John.

23 The Apostle Paul is the author of thirteen letters which are addressed each time to specific
communities, according to the particularities of the receivers. These letters being however intended
to instruct the whole humanity.

24 The apostle Peter is said to have written two letters as a witness to the teachings of Jesus Christ
(1 Peter 5:12).

25 And | wrote the commentary on the Bible that is attached to this work and is structured in five
letters.

26 For when one read the holy scriptures without guidance, one may be tempted to adopt strange
behaviors such as standing before a young tree and saying with great faith: uproot yourself, uproot
yourself (Luke 17:5-6). And | myself had this particular behavior after a first reading of the gospels.
It is not abnormal to behave strangely when you are ignorant.

1 Rommel 3
1 General preface, third part: The humor of Yahweh and the principle of the proportional response.

2 Living beings make all kinds of inventions to improve their living conditions [possibly for a
supposed afterlife] or to wage war against each other. But concerning all the books that | present
here, what is the exact justification for their inventions.

3 The explanation of some curiosities seems impossible because of their unusual characters. For
example, the three dead who were resurrected at the time of the kings of Israel, or the
disappearance of the prophet Elijah which was reproduced by Jesus of Nazareth and which could
only have existed once in the past when Enoch disappeared, or the sun that stood still in the sky in
the time of Joshua according to the point of view of those who were watching it. But if we focus
only on the useful teaching that the bible asks to reproduce, according to which all human beings
are equal and each is responsible for his actions (3 Rommel 2:22), then we can understand why
some numbers might have been falsified as the chronology of 2 Kings 15.

4 There is a striking contrast between on the one hand the seriousness and the intensity of the
emotions released by the testament of Jesus Christ despite the joyful nature of his unique teaching
(John 16:22 - Philippians 4:4), and on the other hand the comical nature of the behavior of the
guilty in the Hebrew Bible despite the extreme brutality of the events described there (Exodus 14-
16 - Numbers 13-14 - 16-17 - 2 Samuel 10:1-7).

5 And Moses who calls others rebels while he himself does not trust God enough since he did not
simply speak to the rock but struck it and more than once (Numbers 20:1-13). For Abraham has
trusted God and as a result God accused him of being morally justifiable (Genesis 15:6). And he
was not the first of his kind (Genesis 5:21-24). It is remarkable that this event took place at Kadesh
shortly before the death of the high priest Aaron (Numbers 33:1-3,36-39) and yet a similar event
had already occurred at Rephidim in the first three months of their journey (Exodus 17:1-7 - 19:1-2
- Numbers 33:12-15 - 27:12-14 - Deuteronomy 32:48-52).
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6 But the accurate knowledge of God's humor begins with Aaron's legacy [a legacy is not only a
material object but also a knowledge].

7 Since his true guilt lies elsewhere (Numbers 20:10-12,22-29), we must think that Aaron acted
under duress (Exodus 32:21-25,31-35) in the hope of a rapid return of Moses and in order to prevent
the dispersion of the people.

8 And this now is a main characteristic of God: he takes seriously the one who honors him even if
he may at the same time distress the spirit of such a person because of his past or his genealogy, and
the same God forgives the one who does not glorify him completely [for Aaron has already listened
to the angel’s instructions with all the people (Exodus 20)] but also mocks such a person in a way
that sometimes requires a long time to be clarify (Exodus 28:9-21,29-38 - 29:29-30 - Galatians 6:7).

9 For Moses speaks with God, and also several prophets after him, without needing all this
somewhat ridiculous clothing (Genesis 20:3 - 48:3-4 - Exodus 3:1-6 - 25:21-22 - Numbers 22:5-13 -
24:1-4 - Judges 6:7-10 - 1 Samuel 2:27-28).

10 And Aaron's successors will need the ark of the covenant to speak with God once a year, and
apart from this occasion they will need two items called Urim and Thummim (Exodus 28:30 -
Numbers 27:18-23) which they will use with an ephod (Exodus 28:4-6 - 29:4-5) to consult the word
of God as it will be the case for the other Levites after the people have dispersed each in his own
territory in the promised land (Judges 17:6-13 - 18:13-20). [the ephod is used to obtain no and yes
answers to a succession of cleverly asked questions, but the spirit of Yahweh might have sometimes
spoken to a levite while he was looking for information]

11 Meanwhile, David comes from Bethlehem of the tribe of Judah and the spirit of Yahweh speaks
through him (1 Samuel 23:1-6 - 28:6 - 2 Samuel 23:1-2) and also through other prophets recognized
as such during their lifetime. And these recognized prophets sometimes speak more directly with
the angels of Yahweh (2 Samuel 24:11-12,17-19 - 1 Chronicles 21:9-10,16-19). [In these latter
references, David’s responsibility is partly transferred to the people who previously asked God to
establish a king over them but this is not the only reason (4 Rommel 6:30-32)]

12 But the legacy that each person gives to the world depends solely on his personal relationship
with God and do not depend on his genealogy (Exodus 32:33 - Deuteronomy 24:16 - 1 Kings
14:10-16). Therefore the promise that the spirit made to David (2 Samuel 7:4-16) cannot be
corrupted by the behavior of his children according to the flesh (1 Kings 6:11-13 - 8:25 - 9:1-9 -
11:29-39 - 12:26-31 - 1 Chronicles 22:6-10 - 2 Chronicles 7:11-22 - 2 Kings 8:16-19 - 2 Chronicles
21:16-20) [and God the Father has fulfilled this promise in Jesus Christ, because he fulfills all the
words of the holy spirit]. However our transgressions influence the nature of the tests undergone by
our descendants according to the flesh but only for a few generations, and our obedience influences
those tests for many generations (Exodus 34:5-7 - 1 Kings 21:20-29 - 2 Kings 10:9-11,28-31 -
Jeremiah 32:17-18).

13 In addition, Moses established a temporary house of God to replace the idol that had just been
made by the people who needed to observe what they worshiped so as not to go astray (Exodus
33:7-11). And at that time which preceded the tent of meeting built according to the model shown
by God (Number 7:89 - Exodus 34:32-35), Moses who is from the tribe of Levi and his servant
Joshua who is from the tribe of Ephraim (Numbers 13:8,16) did not need to decorate their garments
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with noisy bells and several copies of the names of Jacob’s twelve children to prove their closeness
to God.

14 For every disobedience to the word of Yahweh receives a punishment, as with Saul the first king
of Israel (1 Samuel 13:13-14 - 15:28-29 - Numbers 23:19). And David the second king of Israel also
gave an answer to each of the transgressions of his servant Joab (2 Samuel 2:17-28 - 3:26-29 - 18:1-
5,10-14 - 19:9-14 - 20:1-10 - 1 Kings 2:5-6).

15 But any response must be proportional to the fault (Exodus 21:22-25). Saul seems not to have
wanted to offend other human beings by the transgressions that he committed before discovering
David's existence. However he directly disobeyed God at a time when the exact identity of God was
not yet known, and without there being any known precedent that could have inspired him to do so.
Moreover David and Absalom and Joab and Amasa are from the same family and the problems are
complicated so much so that Joab did not wait for an official confrontation before taking revenge on
Amasa, and Joab also acted in an inappropriate context regarding Abner, and he disobeyed not the
spirit of Yahweh but the king regarding Absalom. So king David is not afraid of Joab as one might
think, but only of the spirit of Yahweh because Joab had a motive each time. [And also Absalom the
son of David had a motive to rebel against the king who did not react to the offense of Amnon but
Absalom did not seek to serve the spirit through his rebellion but only to serve himself. And the
king had not pursue Absalom to Kill him but to punish him for having acted without his consent (2
Samuel 13:39)]

16 Thus the response of Elisha is excessive (2 Kings 2:9-10,23-25). However Elisha is not the
Christ as is the case with Jesus of Nazareth the Son of God, and God wants every normal human
being to have something to reproach himself for.

17 And the punishment of David may seem unfair (2 Samuel 12:1-14). However on the one hand he
has respected the law of Moses on the state of uncleanness (2 Samuel 11:4 - Leviticus 15:25-28),
and on the other hand God had warned the people that they were wrong to ask for a king with
powers which are superior to those of an ordinary judge (2 Samuel 15:1-6) and which have not all
been specified in this book (1 Samuel 8:9-19 - 10:24-25 - 2 Samuel 24:3-4 — 2 Kings 1:6-15).
Moreover, he was forced by circumstances but David tested Yahweh (1 Samuel 27:1-4 - 28:1-2 -
29:1-11) and in response Yahweh also tested him (1 Samuel 30:1-8).

18 So Aaron is not really guilty because he did not initiate and he did not approve this rebellion, for
he even makes the people undress to perform this abomination. But since he submitted to their
idolatrous solicitation, then Aaron will continually bear the names of the tribes of Israel in the dress
that represents his dignity: these names will be on two stones placed on his two shoulders, and also
on twelve stones placed on his heart.

19 But it seems that God the Father anticipated Aaron’s contribution to the sin of the people.
However, the angel may have adapted the words that he addressed to Moses according to the events
that were taking place in the camp. Or it is possible that Aaron already had a similar behavior in an
event of lesser importance that was not mentioned, for everyone always acts according to one's own
nature and what changes is the information available and understood and the accumulated
experience.
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20 For no one through his behavior can ridicule the holy spirit without suffering serious
consequences (Exodus 3:1-6 - 25:8-16,17-22 - 32:1-6 - 33:1-7 - 34:27-28 - 2 Samuel 6:1-2 - 1
Kings 8:9 - Numbers 7:89 - 15:37-41 - Deuteronomy 1:19-46 - 5:1-33 - 6:20-25 - Ezekiel 20:18-26
- Jeremiah 3:14-16 - Psalms 119:129-168).

21 Yahweh is magnificent in holiness and worthy of praise, and the only thing that matters in his
sight is the state of mind of each one (1 John 2:15-17).

22 His angels did not only interact with the genealogy from Abraham (Numbers 22). And for the
family of Jacob, they enunciated ordinances that have no use in themselves and that only allowed to
probe the states of minds (Leviticus 27).

23 And the separation of the children of Jacob into paternal tribes evidences their connected but
separate existence in eternal life however false problems were created at the same time, problems
that only made sense in the particular context in which the characters were involved (Leviticus
25:1-10 - Numbers 36:1-5).

24 For Jacob had twelve sons but the inheritance which he attributed to Joseph was divided into two
parts, namely the first two children of Joseph who were Ephraim and Manasseh. Thus the children
of Israel are actually thirteen, and distinct blessings were pronounced by the patriarch Jacob for
each of them. However Moses the man of God is born in the third generation according to his
particular genealogy (Exodus 6:16-20) since people still live long enough in this period (Genesis
47:9,28 - 50:26 - Job 42:16-17). And Moses was ordered not to attribute a specific territory to the
tribe of Levi, but only cities scattered in the territories of their brothers. Thus the territory initially
attributed to the children of Jacob was divided into twelve distinct parts. And several centuries later,
Ezekiel took the logic to the extreme (1 Kings 22:1-23 - Ezekiel 1:1-3 - 48:29-35 - John 4:22 - 9:39-
41).

25 Moreover, the ark of the covenant must not leave the most holy place of the tabernacle built by
the orders of Moses because it is planned that Aaron and his descendants only approach it once a
year (Leviticus 16:1-8,27-34). But necessarily this occurs when the tabernacle is dismantled and
moved (Exodus 40:36-38 - Numbers 4:1-33,49 - 9:15-23 - Deuteronomy 1:32-33), and Yahweh has
explicitly commanded that this object be taken for the destruction of Jericho (Joshua 6:1-20).
Therefore, it is absolutely necessary to distinguish between approaching this object with the
intention of moving it, and approaching it with the intention of using it to communicate with
Yahweh. For before Yahweh himself created a precedent at Jericho, the ark of Yahweh could not be
used outside its normal context. It did not move with all the other parts of the tabernacle to
accompany the rebels and be established in the promised land (Numbers 14:40-45) as was later the
case when crossing the Jordan.

26 Furthermore, the altar on which sacrifices are to be offered to Yahweh already exists (Exodus
40:16-17,28-29) and has already been dedicated (Numbers 7:11-17 - Joshua 22). However, in order
to physically testify of an event that is not unimportant, another altar of stones is set up on mount
Ebal and the people has offered sacrifices and has rejoiced there (Deuteronomy 27:1-13 - Joshua
8:30-35).
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27 | have discovered what is done under the sun. | searched and | found, for what seems
incomprehensible is the final state of the universe. And here is what is done under the sun where
everything is vanity.

28 God the Father continually creates circumstances that have no real meaning except in the
particular contexts of their existence, and his holy spirit continually probes each person in a
completely individual way to give different places in eternity to some and to others (Numbers 32:1-
23 - Judges 16:23-30 - Isaiah 42:8 - Exodus 34:14 - 1 Samuel 24:10-15 - 26:23 - 2 Kings 22:14-20).

29 This allows me to affirm that although the action of making a burnt offering is a sin in itself like
Abraham'’s act of sacrificing his son, the one who initiated this practice acted in a particular context
in the presence of events that we do not know. And this person pleased God in this particular
context, and he received a place in the genealogy of the knowledge of Jesus Christ. And what
remains of his action is only all the influence it actually had in preparing the coming of the Son of
God, and in understanding his message namely the definition of the concept of sin.

30 Because of the precedent created by Yahweh who asked to use this object for the conquest of
Jericho, the children of Israel brought the ark of the covenant to a battlefield when their hearts were
far from the commandments of Yahweh and the ark was captured by the Philistines (1 Samuel 4).
And the Philistines had problems with it for a few months, and they sent it to a part of the territory
of Israel that was not near the tent of meeting built by Moses.

31 For the ark of God stayed for a very long time in the house of Abinadab (1 Samuel 7:1-2) when a
first king had not yet been established by the prophet Samuel who is from the tribe of Ephraim (1
Samuel 1:1-2 - 8:1-9). And it is David the second king of Israel who brought back this ark of God
under a new tent which he built near his own house (2 Samuel 6 - 1 Chronicles 13:1-14 - 15:1-3,11-
14,25-29). [And this house of David was in the city of David, and the city of David was a part of the
mount Zion which is in Jerusalem (2 Samuel 5:4-11 - 6:12-16 - 24:18-25 - 2 Chronicles 3:1)]

32 And David even created something new by asking the Levites to sing before the ark of Yahweh
(1 Chronicles 16:1-7,37-38), while the tabernacle built by Moses continues to be used in another
place to perform the other rituals which were prescribed by Moses and which also provide the tribe
of Levi with its livelihood (1 Samuel 10:3 - 1 Chronicles 16:39-40 - 21:28-30 - 1 Kings 3:1-5,15 - 2
Chronicles 1:1-7 - 4 Rommel 7:13-14,21-24). [And even prophets who are not members of the tribe
of Levi may sometimes have needs (1 Samuel 9:5-10 - 1 Kings 14:1-3), because in reality no one
does anything for nothing even if in certain situations it is possible to seek only a moral satisfaction.
And all those who are willing to repair the house of God do not necessarily have the resources to
offer something, therefore some must be paid for their work (2 Kings 12:1-16 - 2 Chronicles 24:1-
18)]

33 For the strict application of the commandments of Moses can remain unchanged if the ark of the
covenant [whose ordinary use only takes place once a year] is the only element to be separated from
the tabernacle which also contains the altar of incense (Exodus 30:1-10 - 40:26) and the altar of
burnt offerings (Exodus 27:1-8 - 40:29) and others things (Exodus 40:1-11 - 27:9-21). For God
speaks even without the intermediary of the ark of the covenant (Genesis 20:3 - 48:3-4 - Exodus
3:1-6 - 25:21-22 - Numbers 22:5-13 - 24:1-4 - Judges 6:7-10 - 1 Samuel 2:27-28).
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34 However, there may have been logistical problems even before the people dispersed and
multiplied after leaving the wilderness (Deuteronomy 12:8-14,19-28). As a result, at some
unspecified time and after some moving of the sanctuary of Yahweh, a larger structure called the
temple of God was built at Shiloh to contain the tabernacle of Moses (1 Samuel 3:3,15 - Jeremiah
7:9-15).

35 This is certain because Samuel is not from the tribe of Levi as it is the case for many judges who
are either established by the people (Exodus 18:13-27 - Deuteronomy 16:18-20 - 17:8-13 -1
Samuel 8:1-5), or chosen by the angels of God (Judges 4:4-5 - 10:1-18 - 13:1-5 - 1 Samuel 3:19-21
- 7:1-4,13-17 - 12:17,23). And the descendants of Aaron are the only ones authorized to touch the
holy things of the sanctuary of Yahweh (Numbers 4:15-20 - 18:1-20), and the other descendants of
the tribe of Levi are the only ones authorized to serve in the borders closest to the sanctuary
(Numbers 3:1-10 - 18:21-32 - 1 Chronicles 15:2).

36 It is also certain that the tabernacle was moving before and after Joshua's death (4 Rommel
12:18). For the next generations may have dedicated different places to Yahweh (1 Samuel 10:3 - 1
Kings 3:2-4), but Joshua was not able to do so (Joshua 1:7-9 - 8:30-35 - 22:16-18 - 18:1-3 -
24:1,25-28). And after the death of Joshua, before a larger structure was designed to house it at
Shiloh, the sanctuary of Yahweh has been located in Bethel (Judges 20:26-28 - 21:19) but at a time
that cannot be determined.

37 Indeed, all the stories are not in chronological order because there seems to be a thematic
insertion in Joshua (Joshua 15:13-19 - Judges 1:1,10-15) and also in Judges (Judges 2:8) but the
chronology is very often clearly followed according to the content. And Phinehas the son of Eleazar
the son of Aaron is still alive during the events described at the end of the book of Judges (Joshua
22:13 - 24:33 - Judges 20:27-28) while the last judges lived more than three hundred years after the
death of Joshua (Judges 11:26 - 12:7-15 - 13:1 - 16:30-31). Thus, the last five chapters of the book
of Judges occurred after the death of Joshua but at a time period that cannot be determined.

38 The chronology of events is sometimes evident in the writings of Moses and the stages of the
journey are clearly specified in the chapter thirty three of the book of Numbers, but there are
thematic groupings (Numbers 1:1 - 9:1). And this also concerns the end of the book of Exodus.
Indeed there is only one ark of the covenant (Number 14:44) and it was available before Moses had
received the tablets of stone for the second time according to the summary made in the book of
Deuteronomy (Deuteronomy 10:1-5). But this event is described in chapter thirty four of the book
of the exodus (Exodus 34:1,29) and nevertheless the actual construction of the various objects by
the instructions of Moses is recounted from chapter thirty five of the exodus (Exodus 31:1-11 -
38:22 - 39:42-43).

39 It is always natural phenomena that are used to achieve all wonders (Exodus 14:21 - Numbers
11:31) and even Moses seems to be aware of it (Numbers 11:21-23) but their identities are not
always specified and the real physical link between each living being and all of its achievements in
the world is not an easy dimension to manipulate.

1 Preface to Hebrew Bible: Men of honor Men of valor, a somewhat abstract notion for the simple
minded.

2 It is logical to appropriate the fruit of one's own labor (Genesis 15:13-16 - Exodus 12:35-41) but it
is not holy to covet what belongs to others (1 Samuel 15:1-11 - Esther 9:5-10,15-16).

3 This is why Jonathan is not guilty (1 Samuel 14:24-27) since he acted without having been aware
of the instructions given by the king, but this same Jonathan is wrong in his thinking (1 Samuel
14:30 - Joshua 5:10-12 - Judges 9:45). No ordinary living being is perfect, not even Jonathan.

4 No willful transgression that cannot be justified by any circumstantial constraint is forgivable
(Numbers 15:29-31). However, among transgressions that do not very directly offend another
human being, what should not occur in ideal situations (Exodus 22:31 - Deuteronomy 14:21 -
Leviticus 17:10-14) may occur in particular contexts (Leviticus 17:15-16 - 22:10-14 - 1 Samuel
14:23-24,31-35).

5 However the members of the tribe of Levi are theoretically the only ones authorized to offer
sacrifices to Yahweh in the name of the law of Moses. That is why Saul is personally wrong to
decide for himself to gather the army by making such an offering (1 Samuel 10:7 - 12:19-25 - 13:8-
14). For if Samuel had this behavior previously (1 Samuel 7:7-10), it is because he speaks directly
with Yahweh without the intermediary of a Levite priest or another prophet (1 Samuel 3:19-21 -
9:14-20). And Saul cannot say the same even if he can sometimes have dreams (1 Samuel 14:17-19
- 28:6), and this particular offering on a battlefield is not even commanded by the law of Moses.

6 The notion of purpose in life has always been completely individual however, because each being
is mathematically and physically connected to the totality of its achievements in the world (Exodus
21:1-4 - Deuteronomy 7:25-26 - Judges 8:22-28 - Luke 20:20-26), our behavior can influence the
trials suffered by our descendants for several generations.

7 Not all the enemies of Israel were declared particularly cursed since some were simply punished
for a direct guilt towards Israel (Numbers 31:1-2,48-54). And cursed precious objects are not to be
used by the people (Deuteronomy 7:25-26) but they can be preserved in what temporarily represents
the dwelling place of the one who created all things and who curses that which is worth being
cursed (Joshua 6:17-24 - 7:1-26). This is not so surprising since the very notion of a dwelling of
God which is possibly built by the hand of man can have a pedagogical utility in particular contexts
[as a preferable place for the teaching of the exact knowledge of God and the purpose of life] but
over a long period it is something cursed because it becomes a source of idolatry.

8 The notion of responsibility that connects each being to its achievements allows the free use of
different names to designate the author of a single achievement (2 Samuel 6:17-19 - 2 Chronicles
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1:6). It was the people who acted but under the direction of Joshua, and it was God who ordered the
action and named the targets but initially through Moses (Joshua 1:1-9 - 11:12,15). We can also
notice that the descendants of Ephraim are obsessed with the desire to actively participate in
historical events (Judges 8:1-3 - 12:1-6 - 2 Samuel 19:40-43).

9 In order to teach humans to build a preferable place in eternity, possibly anonymously, different
communities have received various revelations but a very ancient people, destined to disappear due
to the beliefs which structure their existence, has kept an instructive story. This is the Hebrew Bible
summarized in the following prayer.

10 Our God, creator of heaven and earth and only true God of the universe, you have chosen us
from among all communities to constitute thirteen distinct tribes (Genesis 48 - 49) in order to
enlighten humanity (Deuteronomy 4 - Numbers 36).

11 We have not always been obedient to the commandments you gave us through our parents and
therefore you have scattered us among different other peoples who do not know you (2 Kings 17).

12 We want to come back to you and serve you (Leviticus 13:40-45 - 14:34-47 - 21:16-24 - 23:34-
38,39-44 - Numbers 5:17 - 6:5-12,13-18 - 9:1-14 - 10:1-10 - 15:37-41 - Deuteronomy 16:1-3 - 24:8
- Exodus 31:12-18 - John 4:22).

13 For we must identify all our brothers and sisters if we are to properly serve our God (Leviticus
25:38-55 - Ezra 2:59-63). We must not prostitute our souls as the false Jews who had been brought
in a part of the promised land did (2 Kings 17:24-41).

14 1t is not only through the knowledge of the message of a certain Jesus Christ that we may
continually remember that a people of God was brought out of Egypt. For we absolutely must
remember it by practicing exactly the totality of what was transmitted to Moses our great master
(Deuteronomy 6:20-25 - 1 Kings 8:55-58). If honor had a face then its name would be Jewish Soul
(Job 28).

15 Stretch out your mighty arm to support our unknown brothers and sisters who are scattered
among humanity, act in due time to bring them home, and build the walls of Jerusalem (Isaiah 2 -
Micah 4).

16 We wish that each community that existed before could exist forever with its own traditions
(Exodus 28:9-21,29-38 - 29:29-30,38-46 - Deuteronomy 13:1-11 - John 10:17-18).

17 We know within ourselves that we are not the descendants of people who converted to judaism
in the past (Numbers 15:13-16 - Isaiah 56:1-9 - Esther 8:17). This written heritage belongs to us
because it has been transmitted to us. And there are many instances of deception in our holy
scriptures, and we read and we practice, and we do nothing more and nothing less.

18 We love the word of our God and the word of our God is the truth. It is our own nature within us,
deep inside the inner part of ourselves (Job 37:1). Lord, take possession of your people because it is
not so much about what we do but about what we are and what we deserve.

19 We have a pretty clear line of conduct concerning the true children of Jacob who would dare to
claim that all men are loved by God in the same way (Deuteronomy 13:12-18). Lord we will never
forget.
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20 And for those of you who speak of a certain legend concerning a Jesus of Nazareth that neither
you nor we actually knew.

21 You must understand that our God was angry because the corpses of kings touched his house
(Haggai 2:11-13 - Ezekiel 43:7-9 - Zechariah 7 - Jeremiah 5:25-29 - 7:1-11).

22 Let us live by your side by continually seeking our true brothers, it is the will of God. It is
written very clearly in this book which we received and which was translated a long time ago. It is
not a religion, it is a culture and blessed race that we need to find. If you really love God, knowing
that Jesus of Nazareth was a Jew (Luke 4:25-29), then you must help us find them.

23 James the Just, not John's brother who is James the Great (Acts 12:1-3), emphasized the need for
privileged intermediaries between God and men and if this is not very clear in the book of Acts
(Acts 15:13-21), it is more precise in the epistle where the following thing is written.

24 1s anyone among Yyou sick. Let him call the elders of the Church and let these elders pray for him
and anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer of faith will save the sick, and the
Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, they will be forgiven him. Therefore confess
your sins to one another, and pray for one another, so that you may be healed. For the fervent prayer
of a righteous man is very useful (5:14-16).

25 Therefore the jewish law and the temple and the twelve tribes of Israel must not be questioned.
Furthermore, very official sources have taught us that the gospels of Matthew and Mark are
authentic and precede Luke and John. [And there we can read the following thing and note that
additional and ambiguous commandments are added to the unique teaching of Jesus Christ (Luke
6:31 - John 13:34-35)].

26 Jesus answered him, Why have you called me good. Only one is good, namely God. If you want
to enter into life, keep the commandments. And the man asked Jesus, Which ones. And Jesus
answered, You will not kill, and you will not commit adultery, and you will not steal, and you will
not bear false witness, and honor your father and your mother, and: you will love your neighbor as
yourself (Matthew 19:17-19). Jesus said to him, Why do you call me good. None is good but God
alone. You know the commandments: You will not commit adultery, and you will not kill, and you
will not steal, and you will not bear false witness, and you will not harm anyone, and honor your
father and mother (Mark 10:18-19).

27 Moreover a very important message was transmitted that if you find people troubling the social
order and creating or maintaining community conflicts by their teachings to the public then do not
seek to correct them or to put and end to these conflicts because God himself will take care of it
when he wants to do it as explained in the following extract.

28 And he told them another parable by saying, The kingdom of heaven is like the case of a man
who sowed good seeds in his field. But while the people were sleeping, his enemy came and sowed
undesirable seeds among the wheat, and departed. And when the good seeds grew and bore fruit, the
undesirable elements also appeared. And the servants of the householder came and said to him,
Master have you not sown good seeds in your field. From where then come these undesirable
elements. And he said to them, An enemy has done this. Then the servants said to him, Do you want
us to bring them out of the field. But he replied, No lest by uprooting the undesirable elements you
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uproot the wheat with them. First collect the unwanted elements and bind them into packages to
burn them. And then gather the wheat into my granary (Matthew 13:24-30).

29 Do you no longer respect the word of your lord. You must leave us alone and the world must
know that we are looking for twelve blessed tribes. Let everyone serve the God of their fathers and
as far as we are concerned, we will sneakily find or create our brothers among the most deserving
but not only so as not to arouse too much suspicion, and establish a strong and worthy community;,
and enlighten humanity.

30 We also have territorial demands because God has shown us the exact limits of the territory
where he will exercise his power.

31 We are not dogs, far from it, we are also human beings. We are not comedians, it is not the spirit
of deception that unites us.

32 And behold, a Canaanite woman came out from those borders and cried and said to him: Have
mercy on me, O Lord, you the son of David. For my daughter is miserably tormented by a demon.
But he did not answer her a word. Then his disciples came and begged him by saying: Send her
away, for she is weeping behind us. And he answered: | have only been sent to the lost sheep of the
house of Israel. But she came and worshiped him by saying: Help me Lord. And he answered and
said: It is not good to take the children's bread and throw it to the little dogs.

17 And he said to the man, Because you have obeyed the voice of your wife, and have eaten from
the tree of which I commanded you "You will not eat from it', the ground will be cursed because of
you. It is by dint of labor that you will obtain your nourishment from it all the days of your life.

18 It will produce thorns and thistles for you, and you will eat the grass of the field.

19 In the sweat of your face you will eat bread, until you return to the earth from which you were
taken. For you are dust, and to dust you will return.

20 Adam named his wife Eve, because she was the mother of all living.
21 Yahweh God made clothes of skins for Adam and his wife, and clothed them.

22 And Yahweh God said, Behold man became as one of us for the knowledge of good and evil. Let
us now prevent him from putting forth his hand and taking from the tree of life, and eating from it
and living forever.

23 And Yahweh God cast him out of the garden of Eden, that he might cultivate the earth from
which he had been taken.

24 This is how he drove out the man, and he placed on the east of the garden of Eden the cherubim
and an agitated flaming sword to guard the way to the tree of life.

Genesis 4

1 Adam knew Eve, his wife. And she conceived and bore Cain and said, | have formed a man by the
help of Yahweh.

2 She again bore his brother Abel. Abel was a shepherd, and Cain was a plowman.
3 After a while, Cain made an offering of the fruits of the earth to the Yahweh.

4 And Abel for his part offer from the firstborns of his flock and of their fat. And Yahweh looked
favorably on Abel and his offering.

5 But he did not look favorably on Cain and his offering. Cain was very angry, and his face was cast
down.

6 And Yahweh said to Cain, Why are you angry, and why is your face cast down.

7 Certainly, if you do well then you will lift up your face. But if you do evil then sin lies down at
the door and its desires are for you, but you have dominion over it.

8 However Cain spoke to his brother Abel. But as they were in the field, Cain fell on his brother
Abel and killed him.

9 And Yahweh said to Cain, Where is your brother Abel. He replied, I do not know, am | my
brother's keeper.

10 And he said, What have you done. The voice of your brother's blood cries out from the ground to
me.

11 And now you will be cursed by the earth that opened its mouth to receive your brother's blood
from your hand.

12 When you cultivate the soil, it will no longer give you its wealth. You will be a fugitive and a
wanderer on the earth.

13 And Cain said to Yahweh, My punishment is greater than what | can bear.

14 Behold you chase me today from this ground. I will be hidden from your face, and | will be a
fugitive and a wanderer on the earth, and whoever finds me will Kill me.

15 And Yahweh said to him, If anyone slay Cain, Cain would be avenged seven times. And the
Yahweh put a sign on Cain, that whoever found him would not kill him.

16 And Cain departed from the presence of Yahweh, and dwelt in the land which was afterwards
called Nod, on the east of Eden.

17 Cain knew his wife [his sister], and she conceived and bore Enoch. And he built a city, and he
named it after his son Enoch.

18 Enoch begat Irad, Irad begat Mehujael, Mehujael begat Metuschael, and Metuschael begat
Lamech.

19 Lamech took two wives. The name of one was Adah, and the name of the other Zillah.

20 Adah bore Jabal. He was the father of those who dwell in tents and near the cattle.
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21 And his brother's name was Jubal, who was the father of all those who handle the harp and pipe.

22 Zillah, for her part, gave birth to Tubal-Cain, who forged all instruments of bronze and iron.
Tubal-Cain's sister was Naamah.

23 Lamech said to his wives, Adah and Zillah listen to my voice, wives of Lamech hear my word, |
have killed a man for my wound and a young man for my bruise.

24 Cain will be avenged seven times, and Lamech seventy-seven times.

25 Adam still knew his wife. And she bore a son and named him Seth for she said, God has given
me another son in place of Abel whom Cain killed.

26 Seth also had a son, and he called his name Enosh. It was then that people began to call on the
name of Yahweh.

Genesis 5

1 This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day that God created man, he made him in the
likeness of God.

2 He created man and woman, and blessed them, and called them by the name of Man when they
were created.

3 Adam, being a hundred and thirty years old, begat a child in his own likeness, according to his
image, and called his name Seth.

4 The days of Adam after the birth of Seth were eight hundred years. And he begat sons and
daughters.

5 And all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years. Then he died.
6 Seth, when one hundred and five years old, fathered Enosh.

7 Seth lived eight hundred and seven years after the birth of Enosh. And he begat sons and
daughters.

8 And all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years. Then he died.
9 Enosh, when ninety years old, fathered Kenan.

10 Enosh lived eight hundred and fifteen years after the birth of Kenan. Ad he begat sons and
daughters.

11 And all the days of Enosh were nine hundred and five years. Then he died.
12 Kenan, when seventy years old, fathered Mahalalel.

13 Kenan lived eight hundred and forty years after the birth of Mahalalel. And he begat sons and
daughters.

14 And all the days of Kenan were nine hundred and ten years. Then he died.

15 Mahalalel, when sixty and five years old, fathered Jared.
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16 Mahalalel lived eight hundred and thirty years after the birth of Jared. And he begat sons and
daughters.

17 And all the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred and ninety five years. Then he died.

18 Jared, when one hundred and sixty two years old, fathered Enoch.

19 Jared lived eight hundred years after the birth of Enoch. And he begat sons and daughters.
20 And all the days of Jared were nine hundred and sixty two years. Then he died.

21 Enoch, when sixty and five years old, begat Methuselah.

22 And Enoch walked with God during three hundred years after the birth of Methuselah, and he
begat sons and daughters.

23 And all the days of Enoch were three hundred and sixty five years.
24 And Enoch walked with God and he was no more, because God took him away.
25 Methuselah, when one hundred and eighty seven years old, fathered Lamech.

26 And Methuselah lived seven hundred and eighty two years after the birth of Lamech, and he
begat sons and daughters.

27 And all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred and sixty nine years. Then he died.
28 Lamech, when one hundred and eighty two years old, fathered a son.

29 And he called his name Noah and said, This one will comfort us for our fatigue and the hard
work of our hands which come from this land that Yahweh has cursed.

30 Lamech lived five hundred and ninety five years after the birth of Noah, and he begat sons and
daughters.

31 And all the days of Lamech were seven hundred and seventy seven years. Then he died.

32 And Noah, when five hundred years old, fathered Shem, Ham and Japheth.

Genesis 6
1 Men began to multiply on the face of the earth, and daughters were born to them.

2 And the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful, and they took wives from
among all those they chose.

3 And Yahweh said, My spirit will not remain in man forever, for man is flesh, and his days will be
one hundred and twenty years.

4 The giants were on the earth in those days, and also after that, when the sons of God came to the
daughters of men and bore them children known as the mighty men who were famous in ancient
times.

5 And Yahweh saw that the wickedness of man was great on the earth, and that every imagination of
the thoughts of his heart was evil continually.
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6 And Yahweh repented of having created man on the earth, and he was grieved in his heart.

7 And Yahweh said, | will destroy from the face of the earth man whom | have created, from man to
cattle, and to creeping things, and to birds of the heavens. For | repent of having done them.

8 But Noah found favor in the eyes of Yahweh.

9 Here are the descendants of Noah. Noah was a just and upright man in his time. Noah walked
with God.

10 Noah fathered three sons: Shem and Ham and Japheth.
11 And the earth was corrupt before God, for the earth was filled with violence.
12 God looked at the earth and behold, it was corrupt. For all flesh had corrupted its way on earth.

13 And God said to Noah, The end of all flesh is decided by me, for the earth is filled with violence
through them. And behold, I will destroy them with the earth.

14 Make yourself an ark of gopher wood. You will arrange this ark into rooms, and you will cover it
with pitch inside and out.

15 And this is how you will make it. The length of the ark three hundred cubits, the width of it fifty
cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits.

16 You will make a window for the ark, which you will reduce to a cubit above. You will establish
the door on the side of the ark, and you will build a lower story, a second and a third.

17 And | behold, I will bring a flood of waters on the earth, to destroy all flesh that has the breath of
life under heaven, everything on earth will perish.

18 But I will establish my covenant with you. And you will enter the ark, you, and your sons, and
your wife, and your sons' wives with you.

19 And of everything that lives, of all flesh, you will bring two of each kind into the ark, to keep
them alive with you. They will be male and female.

20 Of the birds according to their species, and of the cattle according to their species, and of every
creeping thing of the ground according to its species, two of each kind will come to you to keep
them alive.

21 And you, take from all the foods that is eaten and make a provision with you, that it may be food
for you and for them.

22 Thus did Noah. He carried out everything that God had commanded him.

Genesis 7

1 And Yahweh said to Noah, Enter into the ark, you and all your house, for I have seen you
righteous before me among this generation.

2 You will take with you seven pairs of every clean animal, the male and his female, and a pair of
every animal that is not clean, the male and his female.
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3 Take the birds of the heavens also by seven, male and female, to keep their race alive on the face
of the whole earth.

4 Seven more days to wait, and | will cause it to rain on the earth for forty days and forty nights,
and I will destroy from the face of the earth all living thing which I have made.

5 And Noah did everything Yahweh commanded him.
6 Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of waters was on the earth.

7 And Noah entered the ark with his sons, and his wife and his sons' wives, to escape the waters of
the flood.

8 And there was the clean animals and the animals that are not clean, and birds and everything that
moves on the earth.

9 They entered the ark two by two with Noah, male and female, as God commanded Noah.
10 And after the seven days the waters of the flood were on the earth.

11 On the six hundredth year of Noah's life, the second month, the seventeenth day of the month, on
that day were all the fountains of the great deep broken up, and the windows of heaven were
opened.

12 And the rain was on the earth for forty days and forty nights.

13 That same day entered Noah, and Shem and Ham and Japheth, the sons of Noah, and Noah's
wife, and the three wives of his sons with them, into the ark.

14 They and every animal according to its kind, and all the cattle according to their kind, and every
creeping thing that crawl on the earth according to its kind, and every bird according to its kind,
every bird of every sort.

15 They entered with Noah into the ark, two by two, of all flesh that had the breath of life.
16 They came in, male and female of all flesh, as God commanded Noah. And Yahweh shut him in.

17 And the flood lasted forty days on the earth. And the waters swelled and lifted up the ark, and it
rose above the earth.

18 The waters swelled and increased greatly on the earth, and the ark floated on the surface of the
waters.

19 And the waters prevailed exceedingly on the earth, and all the high mountains that were under
the whole heaven were covered.

20 The waters rose fifteen cubits above the mountains, and they were covered.

21 And all flesh that moved on the earth perished, both birds and cattle, and beasts, and everything
that crawled on the earth, and every man.

22 All in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit of life, all that was on the dry land, they died.
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23 Every living thing that was on the face of the earth was destroyed, from man to cattle, to
creeping things, to birds of the heavens. They were destroyed from the earth, and there remained
only Noah and those who were with him in the ark.

24 And the waters prevailed on the earth for a hundred and fifty days.

Genesis 8

1 And God remembered Noah and all the animals, and all the cattle that were with him in the ark.
And God caused a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters subsided.

2 Also the fountains of the deep and the windows of heaven were stopped, and the rain from heaven
was restrained.

3 And after the end of a hundred and fifty days the waters decreased, for the waters withdrew from
the earth continually.

4 And in the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of the month, the ark stopped on the mountains
of Ararat.

5 And the waters continued to decrease until the tenth month. In the tenth month, the first day of the
month, the mountain peaks appeared.

6 And after forty days, Noah opened the window he had made for the ark.
7 He released a crow which came out, leaving and returning until the waters dried up on the earth.
8 And He also released the dove, to see if the waters had diminished on the surface of the earth.

9 But the dove found no place to rest the sole of her foot, and she returned to him in the ark, for
there were waters on the face of all the earth. And he put out his hand, and took her, and brought her
into the ark with him.

10 He waited another seven days, and again he released the dove out of the ark.

11 And the dove returned to him in the evening, and behold, an olive leaf plucked was in her beak.
Noah thus knew that the waters had diminished on the earth.

12 He waited another seven days, and he released the dove. But she never came back to him.

13 In the year six hundred and one, the first month, the first day of the month, the waters had dried
up on the earth. Noah removed the covering from the ark and looked, and behold, the surface of the
earth was dried up.

14 And in the second month, on the seven and twentieth day of the month, the earth was dry.
15 Then God spoke to Noah.
16 Come out of the ark, you and your wife, and your sons and your sons' wives with you.

17 Bring out with you all the animals of all flesh that are with you, both birds and cattle, and every
creeping thing that crawls on the earth. Let them spread over the earth, that they may be fruitful and
multiply on the earth.
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18 And Noah went out with his sons, and his wife, and his sons' wives.

19 And all the beasts, and all the creeping things, and all the birds, everything that moves on the
earth according to their kinds, they came out of the ark.

20 Noah built an altar to Yahweh, and he took of every clean beast, and of every clean bird, and he
offered burnt offerings on the altar.

21 And Yahweh smelled a sweet odor, and Yahweh said in his heart, I will no longer curse the earth
for man's sake, because the thoughts of man's heart are evil from his youth. And I will no more
smite every living thing as | have done.

22 As long as the earth remains, the sowing and the harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and
winter, and day and night, they will not cease.

Genesis 9

1 And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said to them, Be fruitful and multiply, and replenish the
earth.

2 You will be a source of fear and terror to every animal on the earth, and to every bird of the
heavens, to everything that moves on the earth and to all the fish of the sea. They are delivered into
your hands.

3 Everything that moves and has life will serve as food for you. I give you all this like green grass.
4 But you will not eat flesh with the life in it, which is the blood in it.

5 Know this also, | will require the blood of your lives. I will require it of every animal, and | will
require the life of man from man, from man who is his brother.

6 If anyone sheds the blood of man, by man shall his blood be shed. For God made man in his own
image.

7 And you, be fruitful and multiply, spread out on the earth and multiply on it.
8 And God spoke again to Noah and to his sons with him.
9 And | behold, I establish my covenant with you, and with your seed after you.

10 And with all the living creatures that are with you, the birds and the cattle and all the beasts of
the earth, with all those who came out of the ark, all the beasts of the earth.

11 | establish my covenant with you. No more flesh will be exterminated by the waters of the flood
and there will be no more flood to destroy the earth.

12 And God said, This is the sign of the covenant that | establish between me and you, and every
living creature that is with you, for all generations.

13 I have placed my bow in the cloud, and it will serve as a sign of covenant between me and the
earth.

14 When | bring a cloud above the earth, the bow will appear in the clouds.
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15 Then I will remember my covenant between me and you and every living creature of all flesh,
and the waters will no more become a flood to destroy all flesh.

16 The bow will be in the clouds and I will look upon it, to remember the everlasting covenant
between God and every living creature of all flesh that is on the earth.

17 And God said to Noah, This is the sign of the covenant that | have established between me and
all flesh that is on the earth.

18 The sons of Noah who came out of the ark were Shem and Ham and Japheth. Ham was the
father of Canaan.

19 These three were the sons of Noah, and it is their descendants who populated the whole earth.
20 Noah began to cultivate the land, and planted vines.
21 And he drank wine, got drunk, and uncovered himself in the middle of his tent.

22 And Ham, father of Canaan, saw his father's nakedness and he reported it outside to his two
brothers.

23 Then Shem and Japheth took a cloak, put it on their shoulders, and walked backwards and
covered their father's nakedness. As their faces were turned away, they did not see the nakedness of
their father.

24 When Noah awoke from his wine, he learned what his youngest son had done to him.
25 And he said, Cursed be Canaan, let him be the slave of the slaves of his brothers.
26 And he said again, Blessed be Yahweh the God of Shem, and let Canaan be his servant.

27 Again, may God extend the possessions of Japheth and let him dwell in the tents of Shem, and
may Canaan be his slave.

28 And Noabh lived after the flood three hundred and fifty years.
29 All the days of Noah were nine hundred and fifty years. Then he died.

Genesis 10

1 Here are the descendants of the sons of Noah, Shem and Ham and Japheth. Sons were born to
them after the flood.

2 The sons of Japheth were Gomer, and Magog, and Madai, and Javan, and Tubal, and Meshech,
and Tiras.

3 And the sons of Gomer were Ashkenaz, and Riphath, and Togarmah.
4 The sons of Javan were Elishah, and Tarshish, and Kittim and Dodanim.

5 It is by them that the islands of the nations were populated according to their lands, according to
the language of each, according to their families, according to their nations.

6 The sons of Ham were Cush, and Mizraim, and Put, and Canaan.
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7 The sons of Cush were Seba, and Havilah, and Sabtah, and Raamah, and Sabteca. The sons of
Raamah were Sheba and Dedan.

8 Cush also begat Nimrod. It was he who began to be a mighty one on earth.

9 He was a mighty hunter before Yahweh therefore it is said, Like Nimrod a mighty hunter before
Yahweh.

10 He first reigned over Babel, Erech, and Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.

11 Out of that land he went to Assyria. And He builded Nineveh, and Rehoboth Hir, and Calah.
12 And Resen between Nineveh and Calah, which is the great city.

13 And Mizraim begot the Ludim, and the Anamim, and the Lehabim, and the Naphtuhim.

14 And the Pathrusim, and the Casluhim from whom came the Philistines, and the Caphtorim.
15 And Canaan begat Sidon his firstborn, and Heth.

16 And the Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgashite.

17 And the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite.

18 And the Arvadite, and the Zemarite, and the Hamathite. Then the families of the Canaanite
spread abroad.

19 And the border of the Canaanite was from Sidon towards Gerar, to Gaza. And towards Sodom,
from Gomorrah and Admah and Zeboiim, as far as Lasha.

20 These are the sons of Ham, according to their families, according to their languages, according
to their lands, according to their nations.

21 There were also sons born to Shem, the father of all the sons of Eber, and brother of Japheth the
elder.

22 The sons of Shem were Elam, and Asshur, and Arpachshad, and Lud, and Aram.
23 The sons of Aram were Uz, and Hul, and Gether, and Mash.
24 Arpachshad begat Shelah, and Shelah begat Eber.

25 And to Eber were born two sons. The name of one was Peleg, because in his time the land was
divided, and the name of his brother was Joktan.

26 Joktan begat Almodad, and Sheleph, and Hazarmaveth, and Jerah.

27 And Hadoram, and Uzal, and Diklah.

28 And Obal, and Abimael, and Sheba.

29 And Ophir, and Havilah, and Jobab, all these were the sons of Joktan.

30 And their dwelling was from Mesha, on the side of Sephar, even to the mountain of the east.

31 These are the sons of Shem, according to their families, according to their languages, according
to their lands, according to their nations.
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32 These are the families of the sons of Noah, according to their generations, according to their
nations. And from them came the nations that spread over the earth after the flood.

Genesis 11
1 The whole earth had one language and the same words.

2 As they departed from the east, they found a plain in the land of Shinar, and they dwelt there.

3 They said to each other, Let us go, let us make bricks and cook them over the fire. And brick
served as stone, and bitumen served as cement.

4 They said again, Let us go, let us build ourselves a city and a tower whose top reaches to heaven.
And make a name for ourselves, that we may not be scattered over the face of the whole earth.

5 And Yahweh came down to see the city and the tower that the sons of men were building.

6 And Yahweh said, Behold they are one people and all have one language, and this is what they
undertook. Now nothing would stop them from doing whatever they planned.

7 Let us go, let us go down, and there confound their language so that they no longer hear each
other's speech.

8 And Yahweh scattered them from there over the face of all the earth. And they stopped building
the city.

9 Therefore it was called Babel, for there Yahweh confused the language of all the earth. And from
there Yahweh scattered them over the face of all the earth.

10 Here are the descendants of Shem. Shem was a hundred years old when he fathered Arpachshad,
two years after the flood.

11 And Shem lived, after the birth of Arpachshad, five hundred years. And he begat sons and
daughters.

12 Arpachshad lived five and thirty years and begat Shelah.

13 And Arpachshad lived, after the birth of Shelah, four hundred and three years. And he begat sons
and daughters.

14 Shelah, when thirty years old, fathered Eber.

15 And Shelah lived, after the birth of Eber, four hundred and three years. And he begat sons and
daughters.

16 Eber, when thirty four years old, fathered Peleg.

17 And Eber lived, after the birth of Peleg, four hundred and thirty years. And he begat sons and
daughters.

18 Peleg, when thirty years old, fathered Reu.

19 And Peleg lived, after the birth of Reu, two hundred and nine years. And he begat sons and
daughters.
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20 Reu, when thirty two years old, fathered Serug.

21 And Reu lived, after the birth of Serug, two hundred and seven years. And he begat sons and
daughters.

22 Serug, when thirty years old, fathered Nahor.
23 And Serug lived, after the birth of Nahor, two hundred years. And he begat sons and daughters.
24 Nahor, when twenty nine years old, fathered Terah.

25 And Nabhor lived, after the birth of Terah, one hundred and nineteen years. And he begat sons and
daughters.

26 Terah, when seventy years old, fathered Abram and Nahor and Haran.

27 Here are the descendants of Terah. Terah fathered Abram and Nahor and Haran. And Haran begat
Lot.

28 And Haran died in the presence of Terah his father, in the land of his birth, in Ur of the Chaldees.

29 Abram and Nahor took wives. The name Abram wife's was Sarai. And the name of Nahor's wife
was Milcah, the daughter of Haran, father of Milcah and father of Iscah.

30 Sarai was barren. She had no child.

31 Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran, his son's son. And also Sarai his daughter in
law, the wife of Abram his son. And they went together from Ur of the Chaldees to the land of
Canaan. And they came to Haran and dwelt there.

32 The days of Terah were two hundred and five years. And Terah died in Haran.

Genesis 12
1 Yahweh said to Abram, Go from your country, from your kindred, and from your father's house, to
the land that I will show you.

2 | will make you a great nation, and 1 will bless you. I will make your name great, and you will be
a source of blessing.

3 I will bless those who bless you, and | will curse those who curse you. And all the families of the
earth will be blessed in you.

4 Abram went, as Yahweh had told him, and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy five years old
when he came out of Haran.

5 And Abram took Sarai his wife and Lot his brother's son, with all the goods they had and the
servants they had acquired in Haran. And they departed to go to the land of Canaan, and they came
to the land of Canaan.

6 And Abram traveled through the land to a place called Shechem, to the oaks of Moreh. The
Canaanites were then in the land.
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7 And Yahweh appeared to Abram and said, | will give this land to your seed. And Abram built
there an altar to Yahweh, who had appeared to him.

8 And from there he moved to the mountain on the east of Bethel, and he pitched his tents, having
Bethel on the west and Ai on the east. And there he built an altar to Yahweh, and he called on the
name of Yahweh.

9 Abram continued his walks, going towards the south.

10 And there was a famine in the land, and Abram went down to Egypt to stay there, for the famine
was great in the land.

11 As he was about to enter Egypt, he said to Sarai his wife, Behold now, | know that you are a
woman of fair appearance.

12 When the Egyptians will see you, they will say, This is his wife. And they will kill me, and keep
you alive.

13 Please say that you are my sister, so that | may be well treated because of you, and my life may
be preserved by you.

14 And when Abram arrived in Egypt, the Egyptians saw that the woman was very beautiful.

15 And Pharaoh's nobles saw her and praised her to Pharaoh, and the woman was taken into
Pharaoh's house.

16 And he treated Abram well because of her. And Abram received sheep and oxen and donkeys,
and male and female servants, and camels and female donkeys.

17 But Yahweh struck Pharaoh and his house with great plagues because of Sarai, Abram'’s wife.

18 Then Pharaoh called Abram and said, What have you done to me, why did not you tell me that
she was your wife.

19 Why did you say, She is my sister. And | took her for my wife. Now here is your wife, take her
and go.

20 And Pharaoh gave orders to his people. And they send him and his wife away, with all that
belonged to him.

Genesis 13

1 And Abram went from Egypt to the South, he and his wife and all that belonged to him, and Lot
with him.

2 Abram was very rich in cattle and silver and gold.

3 He led his steps from the south to Bethel, to the place where his tent was at the beginning,
between Bethel and Ai.

4 To the place where was the altar he had previously made. And there Abram called on the name of
the Yahweh.
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5 And Lot, who traveled with Abram, also had sheep and oxen and tents.

6 And the land was insufficient for them to dwell together, for their possessions were so great that
they could not dwell together.

7 There was a quarrel between the shepherds of Abram's cattle and the shepherds of Lot's cattle. The
Canaanites and the Perizzites lived in the land.

8 Abram said to Lot, Let there be no quarrel, please, between me and you, nor between my
shepherds and your shepherds. For we are brothers.

9 Is not the whole land before you. Separate yourselves from me, please. If you go to the left then |
will go to the right. And if you go to the right then I will go to the left.

10 Lot lifted up his eyes and saw that the whole plain of the Jordan was well watered every where.
For before Yahweh destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, it was as far as Zoar like the garden of
Yahweh, like the land of Egypt.

11 Lot chose for himself the whole plain of the Jordan, and he advanced towards the east. Thus they
separated from each other.

12 Abram dwelt in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelt in the cities of the plain, and moved his tent as
far as Sodom.

13 Now the men of Sodom were wicked and great sinners against Yahweh.

14 And Yahweh said to Abram after Lot had separated from him, Lift up your eyes, and from where
you are, look toward the north and the south, toward the east and the west.

15 For all the land that you see, I will give it to you and to your seed forever.

16 1 will make your seed as the dust of the earth. So that if anyone can number the dust of the earth,
your seed also will be numbered.

17 Get up, travel the length and the width of the land. For I will give it to you.

18 And Abram moved his tent, and came to dwell among the oaks of Mamre which are in Hebron.
And he built there an altar to Yahweh.

Genesis 14

1 In the days of Amraphel king of Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar, and Chedorlaomer king of
Elam, and Tidal king of Goiim.

2 It came to pass that they made war against Bera king of Sodom, and to Birsha king of Gomorrah,
and to Shinab king of Admah, and to Shemeber king of Zeboiim, and to the king of Bela which is
Zoar.

3 These all gathered together in the valley of Siddim, which is the Salt Sea.

4 For twelve years they had been subject to Chedorlaomer. And in the thirteenth year they revolted.
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5 But in the fourteenth year Chedorlaomer and the kings who were with him set out, and they
defeated the Rephaim in Ashteroth-karnaim, and the Zuzim in Ham, and the Emim in Shaveh-
kiriathaim.

6 And the Horites in their mountain Seir, as far as the oak of El-Paran, which is by the wilderness.

7 Then they returned and came to En-Mishpath, which is Kadesh, and defeated the Amalekites
throughout their territory. As well as the Amorites established at Hazazon-Tamar.

8 Then came the king of Sodom, and the king of Gomorrah, and the king of Admah, and the king of
Zeboiim, and the king of Bela which is Zoar. And they arrayed themselves in battle against them in
the valley of Siddim.

9 To fight against Chedorlaomer king of Elam, and Tidal king of Goiim, and Amraphel king of
Shinar, and Arioch king of Ellasar. Four kings against five.

10 And the Siddim valley was covered with bitumen pits. The king of Sodom and the king of
Gomorrah fled and fell there, and the rest fled to the mountain.

11 The victors took away all the riches of Sodom and Gomorrah, and all their provisions, and they
left.

12 They also took away with his goods, Lot the son of Abram's brother who dwelt in Sodom. And
they left.

13 And there came one that had escaped, and told Abram the Hebrew. This one dwelt by the oaks
of Mamre, the Amorite brother of Eshcol and brother of Aner. And these had made an alliance with
Abram.

14 And when Abram heard that his brother was taken prisoner, he armed three hundred and eighteen
of his bravest servants, born in his house, and he pursued the kings as far as Dan.

15 And he divided his troop to attack him and his servants at night. He defeated them, and pursued
them as far as Hobah, which is on the left of Damascus.

16 And he brought back all the riches. He also brought back his brother Lot, and his goods and the
women and the people.

17 And the king of Sodom went out to meet him, after his return from the slaughter of
Chedorlaomer and the kings that were with him, at the valley of Shaveh which is the valley of the
King.

18 And Melchizedek king of Salem had bread and wine brought. He was priest of the God Most
High.

19 And he blessed him and said, Blessed be Abram by the God Most High, possessor of heaven and
earth.

20 And blessed be the God Most High, who has delivered your enemies into your hands. And
Abram gave him a tithe of everything.

21 And the king of Sodom said to Abram, Give me people, and take for yourself the riches.
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22 And Abram answered the king of Sodom, I lift up my hand to Yahweh, the God Most High,
possessor of heaven and earth.

23 That I will not take anything that is yours, not even a thread nor a shoestring so that you do not
say, | made Abram rich.

24 Save only what the young men ate, and the portion of the men who walked with me, Aner and
Eshcol and Mamre. They will take their portion.

Genesis 15

1 After these events the word of Yahweh came to Abram in a vision saying, Abram do not be afraid.
I am your shield and your exceeding great reward.

2 And Abram answered, O Lord Yahweh, what will you give me, for | am leaving without children
and the heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus.

3 And Abram said, Behold you have not given me descendants and he that is born in my house will
be my heir.

4 Then the word of Yahweh came to him by saying, This man will not be your heir, but he who will
comes out of your own bowels will be your heir.

5 And he brought him out and said, Look up to the sky, and count the stars if you can count them.
And he said to him, Such will be your seed.

6 And Abraham has trusted Yahweh, and it is for this reason that Yahweh recognized him as a
righteous person.

7 And he said to him, I am Yahweh who brought you out of Ur of the Chaldees, to give you this
land to inherit it.

8 And Abram replied, O Lord Yahweh, by what will I know that I will possess it.

9 And he said to him, Take me a three year old heifer, and a three year old female goat, and a three
year old ram, and a turtle-dove, and a young pigeon.

10 And he took him all these, cut them in the middle and placed each piece opposite each other. But
he did not cut the birds.

11 And the birds of prey descended on the corpses, and Abram drove them out.
12 And at sunset a deep sleep fell upon Abram. And behold, fear and great darkness came on him.

13 And he said to Abram, Know with certainty that your descendants will be strangers in a land that
is not theirs. They will be enslaved there, and they will be oppressed for four hundred years.

14 But | will judge the nation whom they will serve, and then they will come out with great riches.
15 But you, you will go in peace to your fathers. You will be buried after a happy old age.

16 And in the fourth generation they will come back here, for the iniquity of the Amorites is not yet
at its height.
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17 When the sun had set and there was darkness, behold it was a smoking furnace, and flames
passed between these pieces of animals.

18 In that day Yahweh made a covenant with Abram by saying, To your seed | have given this land,
from the river of Egypt to the great river, the river Euphrates.

19 The land of the Kenites, and of the Kenizzites, and of the Kadmonites.
20 And of the Hittites, and of the Perizzites, and of the Rephaim.

21 And of the Amorites, and of the Canaanites, and of the Girgashites, and of the Jebusites.

Genesis 16
1 Sarai, Abram'’s wife, bore him no children. She had an Egyptian servant named Hagar.

2 And Sarai said to Abram, Behold Yahweh has made me barren. | pray you to go to my servant, for
perhaps | will have children through her. And Abram listened to Sarai's voice.

3 Sarai, Abram's wife, took her servant Hagar the Egyptian and gave her as wife to Abram her
husband. It was after Abram had dwelt ten years in the land of Canaan.

4 And he went to Hagar, and she became pregnant. When she saw herself pregnant, she looked at
her mistress with contempt.

5 And Sarai said to Abram, The outrage done to me falls on you. | have placed my servant in your
bosom, and when she saw that she was pregnant, she looked at me with contempt. Let Yahweh be
judge between me and you.

6 And Abram answered Sarai, Behold your servant is in your power, act towards her as you see fit.
Then Sarai mistreated her, and she fled from her.

7 And the angel of Yahweh found her near a fountain of water in the wilderness, near the fountain
on the way to Shur.

8 And he said, Hagar servant of Sarai, where have you come from and where are you going. And
She answered, |1 am fleeing from Sarai my mistress.

9 And the angel of Yahweh said to her, Return to your mistress, and humble yourself under her
hand.

10 And the angel of Yahweh said to her, I will multiply your descendants, and they will be so
numerous that they cannot be numbered.

11 And the angel of Yahweh said to her, Behold you are with child and will bear a son. And you will
call his name Ishmael, for Yahweh has heard you in your affliction.

12 And he will be like a wild donkey among men. His hand will be against all and the hand of all
will be against him. And he will live opposite all his brothers.

13 And she called "You are a God who sees' the name of Yahweh who had spoken to her. For she
said, Did | see anything here after he saw me.
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14 This is why the well was called Beer-lahai-roi. Behold it is between Kadesh and Bered.
15 Hagar bore Abram a son. And Abram called the name of his son, whom Hagar bore, Ishmael.

16 Abram was eighty six years old when Hagar bore Ishmael to Abram.

Genesis 17

1 When Abram was ninety nine years old, Yahweh appeared to Abram and said to him, I am the
God Almighty. Walk before my face and be blameless.

2 And | will establish my covenant between me and you, and I will multiply you endlessly.
3 And Abram fell on his face, and God spoke to him.

4 And said, As for me behold, my covenant is with you, and you will become the father of a
multitude of nations.

5 You will no longer be called Abram, but your name will be Abraham, for | have made you the
father of many nations.

6 I will make you fruitful to infinity, and I will make nations of you, and kings will come from you.

7 And I will establish my covenant between me and you and your seed after you, according to their
generations. It will be an everlasting covenant, by virtue of which I will be God to you and to your
seed after you.

8 And I will give to you and your seed after you the land on which you live as a foreigner, all the
land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession. And | will be their God.

9 And God said to Abraham, And as for you, you will keep my covenant, you and your seed after
you throughout their
